Launch of Summer Drink and Drug Drive Campaign
 
Police forces around the country will be targeting drivers under the influence of alcohol and drugs as part of a nationwide police operation starting today. 

 

An ACPO spokesperson said:

 

“Almost 3000 people a year are killed on our roads each year. Of these, about 500 of those deaths are drink or drug related. This is still too many and we continue to pursue a relentless campaign against those who drink and take drugs and drive. 

 

“With summer season fast approaching, drivers need to be aware that having a drink or two before getting behind the wheel of a car could see them end up behind bars. Drug driving is also a fundamental part of the campaign and where police suspect someone of being impaired by drugs, drivers can expect to face the consequences. 

 

“Year on year we have seen an increase in the number of people breath tested. We are doing more roadside stop and check operations than ever before, at all times of the day and night and on all types of road. With more drivers stopped than ever before, your chances of getting away with driving under the influence is lower than ever before.”
